Guidelines for Sages Name Badges                            
1. General Details

The badge is about 60mm long, but can be longer to fit a longer name. The Sages logo is on the left of the badge. The name is in bold capitals, Arial, 18 point. Second and third lines are not in capitals, Arial, 14 point. A thin line borders all the badges. It has the same colour as the lettering on the badge. (The border line is not shown on the badges below).
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2. Lapel Badges for Members

The lapel badge is made of Perspex 3 mm thick. 

The colour of the Perspex badge gives recognition to Sages who have attended a certain number of Sages National tournaments:
(a) 0-4 Nationals
Royal Blue Perspex background, white lettering for name and branch. 
(b) 5-9 Nationals

Yellow Perspex background, blue lettering for name and branch

(c) 10-14 Nationals
White Perspex background, blue lettering for name and branch
(d) 15-19 Nationals
Orange Perspex background, white lettering for name and branch. 
(e) 20+ Nationals
Red Perspex background, white lettering for name and branch. 
3. Badges for Honorary Life Members
This metal badge has a gold background with black lettering. 

The first line shows the member’s name in capitals (Bold, Arial, 18 point).

The second line shows “Hon Life Member”.


4. Badges for NMC Members

Sages who serve on the National Management Committee wear a metal lapel badge with a gold background and the name in black capitals(60 mm long, 20mm high, Bold, Arial, 18 point).


A separate but similar lapel badge is worn under that to indicate the position that the person occupies on the NMC (Bold, Arial, 18 point).
