Reflecting on the past year, Sages Nationally has maintained its membership between 2600-2800 under trying economic and social times. This has been mainly brought about by the positive attitudes and good management at all branch levels. The branch questionnaire prepared by Peet Roets and his compilation of the returns, has highlighted areas of concern for the sustainability and long-term growth of the Society. The results of this survey was distributed to all branches in November 2011. It is requested that branch committees should take cognisance of these and discuss with their members the findings at their AGM with feedback to the NMC.
The Waterberg Chairman, Noel Vermeulen, and his TOC team, are finalising the finer details for the 36th Nationals to be held at Koro Creek & Zebula GC from 07-11 May 2012.  All branches have been forwarded their team quotas, individual & team entry forms and should be in the process of selecting teams. Peet Roets, together with Louis Despland and his team, will be championing the tournament scoring system. Peet will be on site 1 week before the event and will not participate in the tournament.

The 2011 approved branch financials for 01/01/11 to 31/12/11 must be completed by latest end February 2012 and forwarded to the NMC for inclusion in the SARS returns. The NMC will submit a consolidated account for the Society which will be made available at the 2012 AGM.

The CANSA barometer is moving steadily upwards and approaching the set target of R350 000 for 2011. All branches that have not yet forwarded their CANSA remittance forms are urgently requested to send them to Bokkie Nel.
